overview

We help refugee children and young people, and victims of frafficking who arive in
Scofiand alone. The service supports unaccompanied asylum-seeking and fraficked
children and young people. All of the refugee children and victims of frafficking that we
support, have amived in the country without their parents.

The children and young people we help in the Scoftish Guardianship Service have been
through unimaginable fraumas. Now. they must they cope with being apart from their
families in a sfrange. new country. They also face language and cultural bariers. In
addition. the welfare and immigrafion system is very complicated and it can be difficult
for thern fo understand.

These factors make it very hard for child refugees and victims of frafficking when they
come to this country.

how we help

Our guardians help child refugees and victims of frafficking to navigate the immigration
and welfars processes. First of dll, they provide information and advice fo make sure they
feel empowered throughout the asylum process. They also act as advocates on their
behalf, in arder to make sure their voices are heard. Finally, they offer emofional support
needed to go through the process. Qur guardions help them to make informed decisions
about their future and to sefile into a new life in Scofland

Im 2015 the Scottish Parlioment passed the Human Traficking and Exploitation (Scotland)
Act. This places the service into low and puts a duty on public bodies to refer fo the
service.

We work in partnership with the Scottish Refugee Council to deliver the service.
Any lecal authority of agency in Scotland can make o refarral.

What does “FRIENDS” stand for?

FRIENDS is an acronym that helps children remember the strategies taught that can be used to effectively manage anxiety:

F = Feelings (empathy training and self-regulation)

R = Remember to relax (relaxation &amp; mindfulness strategies)

I =1 can try my best (changing unhelpful to helpful thinking)

E = Explore Coping Step Plans and strategies for finding helpful solutions (choosing thumbs up actions instead of thumbs down actions)
N = Now reward yourself for trying your best (choosing interpersonal rather than material rewards)

D = Don’t forget to practice (choose to use the FRIENDS skills and give back to the community)

§ = Stay calm (values based role models and support networks)
Specific skills that are taught are based on the following principles:

+ Qur body is our FRIEND, and tells us when we are feeling worried by giving us clues so that we can choose to think helpful thoughts and practise thumbs up

choices.
